Zbigniew Seifert (1946-1979) was a unique figure in the world of Polish jazz. Though he did not
even live to be thirty-three and his musical output is modest, its artistic value still compels
admiration and has a distinct impact on young artists. Joachim Ernst Berendt once said:
"Zbigniew Seifert was one of those musicians thanks to whom so much good is now said in the
world about Polish jazz."

A masterful improviser who could have ranked at the top with Adam Makowicz and Michal
Urbaniak, Zbigniew Seifert's early death robbed Poland of one of its top jazz artists. Seifert
started on the violin when he was six, and ten years later started doubling on alto sax. He
studied violin at the University of Krakow, but when he started leading his own band in 1964, he
mostly played alto, showing off the influence of John Coltrane. When he was a member of
Tomasz Stanko's very advanced quintet (1969-1973), Seifert switched back to violin and largely
gave up playing sax. He moved to Germany in 1973, was with Hans Koller's Free Sound from
1974-1975, and freelanced (including with Joachim Kuhn). Seifert played at the Monterey Jazz
Festival with John Lewis in 1976, and the following year recorded with Oregon. As a leader,
Seifert (who was affectionately known as "Zbiggy") performed music that ranged from free jazz
to fusion. Seifert recorded for Muza in 1969, Mood from 1974-1976, MPS in 1976, and Capitol
from 1977-1978. He died of cancer at the age of 32. --- jazzmusicarchives.com
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Jeden z najwybitniejszych muzykéw jazzowych w Polsce. Przedwczesna $mierc przerwata
Swietnie zapowiadajgca sig kariere. Saksofonista i skrzypek jazzowy, kompozytor i aranzer,
lider zespotdéw jazzowych.

Mimo znaczacych sukcesow oraz dobrej pozycji na europejskim rynku jazzowym, dopiero w
1976 zdecydowat sie na nagranie pierwszego, autorskiego album ,Man Of The Light”.
Dopracowany i niezwykle nowatorski projekt przynidst mu uznanie krytyki i publicznosci na
catym Swiecie. Efektem tego byto zaproszenie na koncerty i nagrania do USA. Muzyka Seiferta
zainteresowata wybitnych twércow jazzu: w 1976 wystapit na Monterey Jazz Festival w
Kalifornii m.in. z legendarnym pianistg grupy Modern Jazz Quartet - Johnem Lewisem; w
Nowym Jorku nawigzat wspétprace z kultowg grupg nowoczesnego jazzu, kwartetem Oregon.
Przez caly czas pracowat z przekonaniem, ze do swoich projektow moze pozyskac
najwybitniejsze jazzowe indywidualnosci: w 1978 zaprosit wiec do wspotpracy grupe wybitnych
muzykow amerykanskich, m.in. Johna Scofielda, Eddiego Gomeza i Jacka De Johnette, by
wspolnie zrealizowac ,Passion” - jeden z najwybitniejszych albuméw zrealizowanych przez
polskiego jazzmana. Byt jednym z niewielu muzykow, ktdrzy budowali pomost pomiedzy
muzyka klasyczng, a swobodng realizacjg jazzowa.

Ekspresyjna, intensywna i technicznie bez zarzutu gra znakomicie odpowiadata formule
wolnego stylu, jaki w jazzie preferowat. Takie pojmowanie jazzu w petni realizowato jego
pragnienie, by "grac tak, jak Coltrane, gdyby ten grat na skrzypcach". --- muzyka.onet.pl
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
